The Great Outdoors: Christy Tafoya, Director of New Mexico State Parks

e Christy talked about how important her outdoor experiences and friendships are that she gained through
Girl Scouts. What are some of your favorite outdoor memories in Girl Scouts? What’s something you'd like
to try?

e Which state parks are in your area? Have you visited them, or would you like to?

e Christy is the first woman to serve as director of state parks since New Mexico State Parks began in 1933.
Does it surprise you that a woman hasn’t held this leadership position before?

e Christy built her career from archeologist to state park director based on a passion of hers: state parks.
What’s an organization or cause you care about? Is it something you could support or work for?

e Do robotics or STEM interest you? If so, what sparked your interest?
e Megan talked about feeling nervous and intimidated as one of only a few girls in STEM and tech programs.
